If a horse is frightened or provoked, it may divert from its training and act according to its natural survival instincts which may include, but are not limited to, stopping short, changing directions or speed at will, bucking, rearing, kicking, biting or running from danger.

CONDITIONS OF NATURE – Dakota Carriage Company is not responsible for acts and occurrences, or elements of nature that can scare a horse, cause it to fall, or react in some other unsafe way. Such conditions include thunder, lightening, rain, wind, water, wild and domestic animals, insects, reptiles, which may walk, run or fly near, or bite or sting a horse or person; and irregular footing on out of door groomed or wild land which is subject to constant change in condition according to weather, temperature, and natural and man-made changes in landscape.

RIDER/DRIVER/HORSE SHOWER RESPONSIBILITY – The rider/driver/horse shower shall be responsible for his/her own safety. Riders should not carry loose items around horses which may fall, blow away, flap in the wind, bounce, or make sharp noises, possibly scaring a horse. Such items include cameras, video cameras, hats, purses or packs. Riders/Drivers/Horse Showers must not make sharp, loud noises such as screaming or yelling, which may scare a horse.
